Once the application is submitted with the required supporting documentation, the application
is processed and a decision is made whether to offer a place of study to the applicant, or not.
Successful applicants will receive a letter of acceptance for their place of study.

Learning Agreement, ECTS and Assessment

For arranging your Erasmus Learning Agreement, Palucca University will support you with
information concerning the availability of courses as well as the number of ECTS points
awarded to each course unit. The university applies the ECTS (European Credit Transfer Sys-
tem), which is based on the principle that 60 credits measure the workload of a full-time student
during one academic year. This system facilitates the recognition of mobility achievements.

For completing your Erasmus learning agreement and for further arrangements during your
Erasmus student exchange, you need to inform the Erasmus-Coordinator whether you will
need to provide differentiated assessment (grades) or non-differentiated assessment
(passf/fail) with your chosen courses.

Semester fee

Exchange studies within the Erasmus programme are free of tuition. However, every student
has to pay a semester fee. The amount of the fee is depending on the study programme and
the age of the student. The semester fee includes the ticket for the public transport system in
Dresden.
